ACA will continue to provide 

information that will help the square dance community recruit, retain and retrieve square 

dancers as well as encourage the dancers to speak out on the cumbersome dance 

programs.  

ACA advocates that square dancing has the potential to be of interest to all ethnic, 

demographic age groups including people who are in their teens and are in their twenties 

and thirties but most of the music relates to the Senior and Older Baby Boomer 

demographic age groups. ACA maintains that this makes it difficult to relate to and 

attract dancers from teen and millennial age groups because the current music, both Patter 

and Singing Calls, are not using music which relates to these groups.

Shooter  music moved “outside the box” and prepared square dance music, which relates  



to teen and millennial dancers.
